Tips for First Time Applicants.
1. Read the guidelines and application carefully and follow directions completely.

2. References should be chosen based on the type of recommendation required. For example, your English teacher may be able to speak to your academic achievement but may not have much information about your artistic ability or even your personal character.  Letters of reference should not be written by a relative. It is preferable that letters are dated and signed.
3. While it is helpful to submit information about the institution you wish to apply to, please do not include information that is not relevant to your application (dress codes, parking regulations, etc.) The same applies to personal résumés; they should be no longer than two or three pages.

4. Please review carefully and follow the directions that apply to your work sample. Ideally the performance should be edited showing only your part.
5. Review your recording on multiple machines to insure that it can be seen. The work sample is one of the most important parts of your application and an excellent application can be ruined with faulty technology. 

6. Your work sample should find a balance between demonstrating your best work and your range. Musicians should get advice on pieces appropriate to their levels and vocal range. Dancers should demonstrate technique appropriate to their levels. 
7. Prompt thank you letters are appreciated and please the reviewers.

8. Pay attention to the deadline. All pieces of the application should be submitted together and absolutely no later than the date stated.
